And at three o’clock Jesus cried out in a loud voice,
“Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?”” which is translated, “My God,
my God, why have you forsaken me?” Some of the bystanders
who heard it said, “Look, he is calling Elijah.” One of them
ran, soaked a sponge with wine, put it on a reed, and gave it to
him to drink, saying, “Wait, let us see if Elijah comes to take
him down.”

Jesus gave a loud cry and breathed his last. The veil of the
sanctuary was torn in two from top to bottom. When the
centurion who stood facing him saw how he breathed his last he
said, “Truly this man was the Son of God!”¢

Gospel Reading - 7
Luke 7:11-17

Jesus journeyed to a city called Nain, and his disciples and a
large crowd accompanied him. As he drew near to the gate of
the city, a man who had died was being carried out, the only son
of his mother, and she was a widow. A large crowd from the
city was with her. When the Lord saw her, he was moved with
pity for her and said to her, “Do not weep.” He stepped forward
and touched the coffin; at this the bearers halted, and he said,
“Young man, I tell you, arise!” The dead man sat up and began
to speak, and Jesus gave him to his mother. Fear seized them
all, and they glorified God, exclaiming, “A great prophet has
arisen in our midst,” and “God has visited his people.”

It was a cave, and
a stone lay across it. Jesus said, “Take away the stone.”
Martha, the dead man’s sister, said to him, “Lord, by now there
will be a stench; he has been dead for four days.” Jesus said to
her, “Did I not tell you that if you believe you will see the glory
of God?” So they took away the stone. And Jesus raised his
eyes and said, “Father, I thank you for hearing me. Iknow that
you always hear me; but because of the crowd here I have said
this, that they may believe that you sent me.” And when he had
said this, he cried out in a loud voice, “Lazarus, come out!”
The dead man came out, tied hand and foot with burian bands,
and his face was wrapped in a cloth. So Jesus said to them,
“Untie him and let him go.”

Now many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what
he had done began to believe in him. ¢

John 12:23-28 (long version)

Jesus told his disciples: “The hour has come for the Son of
Man to be glorified. Amen, amen, I say to you, unless a grain
of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains just just a grain
of wheat; but if it dies, it produces much fruit. Whoever loves
his life loses it, and whoever hates his life in this world will
preserve it for eternal life. Whoever serves me must follow me,
and where I am, there also will my servant be. The Father will
honor whoever serves me.”

“I am troubled now. Yet what should I say? ‘Father, save me
from this hour?’ But it was for this purpose that I came to this
hour.

Righteous
Fathe,r the world also does not know you, but I know you, and
they know that you sent me. I made known to them your name
and I will make it known, that the love with which you loved
me may be in them and I in them. ¢
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Gospel Reading - 24
John 19:17-18, 25-30

Jesus carrying the cross himself went out to what is called the

Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. There they crucified
him, and with him two others, one on either side, with Jesus in
the middle.

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s
sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary of Magdala. When
Jesus saw his mother and the disciple there whom he loved, he
said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to
the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the
disciple took her into his home.

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that
the scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was
a vessel filled with common wine. So they put a sponge soaked
in wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his moth. When
Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing
his head, he handed over the spirit. ¢

Family members are encouraged to place the funeral pall on
the casket at the opening rite of the liturgy. The Funeral
Directors help with this. Christian symbols, such as a bible or
rosary, important in the life of the deceased, may be brought
in and placed on top of the funeral pall.

Family members are encouraged to proclaim the first and
second readings, and the Prayers of the Faithful. Copies of
the readings and prayers will be provided by the parish.

Family members are encouraged to bring up the Eucharistic
gifts of bread and wine at the preparation time.

Eulogies are encouraged at the vigil service at the funeral
home, if one is being celebrated. If the family wishes, a short
eulogy may be given by one individual at the beginning of
Mass, as a way of beginning our prayer. Words of
remembrance, or a eulogy, as understood within the context
of the Christian funeral, should be a short (3-4 minutes in
length) expression of how the deceased lived a Christian life,
how that person was a witness to Christ in the world, how he
or she lived his or her baptismal call or vocation. Words of
remembrance must be written out ahead of time, and
approved by the priest.

St. Dominic’s will do its best to accommodate your
scheduling wishes for the funeral. Please be aware that we
are unable to schedule funerals during certain times of the
week, notably Monday mornings, Thursday mornings and
Thursday evenings due to scheduling conflicts.

If your family is preparing a worship aid for the funeral,
please contact St. Dominic’s Prayer and Worship Office
(781-3480, Julie Cucunato) for directions and assistance in
following the funeral rite and the guidelines for music
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acknowledgements and copyrights.

If the family wishes to utilize a cantor or musicians beyond
what the parish provides as part of our normal liturgy
services, please contact Julie Cucunato at 262-781-3480
before making outside arrangements.

Each year, on November 2nd, the Feast of All Souls,

St. Dominic remembers the deceased members of our parish
from the preceeding year in a special prayer service. Your
family will be invited to attend this special prayer service.

St. Dominic offers support groups, ongoing bereavement
support, bereavement counseling and referrals. We will be
in touch with you for an extended period of time, but will also
honor your wishes if you would prefer less follow-up. Please
do not hesitate to call Susan McNeil at 262-781-3480 at any
time.

During this time of mourning and loss, we realize how
important it is to come together with family and friends after
a funeral. If available, our Marcy Center may be used for
funeral luncheons, dinners or refreshments. There is a
stipend of $100 for usage to cover cleaning costs and
supplies. As a large parish with many events and school
activities, we may not always be able to provide
accomodations, but whenever possible we will make the
Marcy Center available. We provide set-up, clean-up,
serving, all paper products and coffee; families are
responsible for the food and beverages other than coffee. We
are happy to recommend several caterers with which we have
been very pleased.
